Now, brothers and sisters, if I come to you speaking in tongues, how will I help 

you unless I speak to you with a revelation or with knowledge or prophecy or 

teaching? It is similar for lifeless things that make a sound, like a flute or harp. 

Unless they make a distinction in the notes, how can what is played on the 

flute or harp be understood? If, for example, the trumpet makes an unclear 

sound, who will get ready for battle? It is the same for you. If you do not speak 

clearly with your tongue, how will anyone know what is being said? For you 

will be speaking into the air.

As for prophecies, they will pass away; as for tongues, they will cease; as for 

knowledge, it will pass away. For we know in part and we prophesy in part, but when 

the perfect (teleios) comes, the partial will pass away. When I was a child, I spoke like 

a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I gave up 

childish ways. For now we see in a mirror dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in 

part; then I shall know fully, even as I have been fully known. So now faith, hope, and 

love abide, these three; but the greatest of these is love.

But grace was given to each one of us according to the measure of Christ's 
gift. Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity 
captive, and gave gifts unto men. He gave the apostles, the prophets, the 
evangelists, the shepherds and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of 
ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of 
the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature (perfect, teleios) 
manhood , to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we 
may no longer be children, tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about 
by every wind of doctrine, by human cunning, by craftiness in deceitful 
schemes.
